were presented to the high-es-
teem members of the Filipino 
community. 

First, who are the Angelos ?
The Angelos is an up-and-com-

ing, all-male classical-pop group 
of young tenors from the Philip-
pines. They’ve been around for 
less than two years, but they’ve 
made great strides in that short 
period of time. The classical-pop 
quartet is composed of George 
Sison-Tagle, its founder, John 
Louie Abaigar, Rei Paolo Libiran 
and Miguel Aguila. 

They were first introduced to 
the public on September of 2007 
at a concert dubbed Salute to 
George! which was held at the 
Crowne Plaza Galleria in Manila. 
The Angelos have a broad and 
extensive repertoire, and sing in 
English, Spanish, Italian, Latin 
and Tagalog.

The group had performed 
alongside many of the top artists 
sharing the same genre of mu-
sic. The most recent one being 
with David Osbourne, a world-
renowned Pianist. Their recent 
appearances include the Pistahan 
Festival and  Fil-Am Veterans Me-
morial in San Francisco, Healing 
Mass with Fr. Suarez in Los Ange-
les and as a front act for Stephen 
Bishop’s concert.

and Victoria in Canada. They had 
their longest stay in Texas, where 
they have been acclaimed by 
audiences at the historic Cine El 
Rey in McAllen’s thriving new En-
tertainment District, the Sauceda 
Auditorium in Donna, as well as 
for more intimate gatherings at 
the Milano’s and Little Italy res-
taurants in Weslaco and at various 
private parties and festivities.

The group performed songs 
such as The Prayer, Senza Catene, 
Solo Otra Vez and Por Ti Sere, 
just to name a few. They also did 
an individual performance giv-
ing tribute to Michael Jackson to 
the delight of the audience, just 
showcasing how musically diverse 
their talent is. 

It was hosted by Michael Walk-

er, a rising pop/rap singer-com-
poser also being introduced at the 
show. The newly formed Young 
VIP Ambassadors, comprised of 
Lianna Gutierrez, Monica Wil-
liams, Jasmine Reyes and Ella 
Tesoro, with a special appearance 
by the Queen of Reflections, Ms. 
Niki Gil,  provided an intermission 
fashion show followed by a beauti-
ful serenade from the Angelos.
