Villar stages third concert with Revillame

ANILA - Sen. Manuel Villar appeared Sunday night with 
popular noontime television host Willie Revillame during 
an early Christmas concert in Dasmariñas, Cavite, that 
both men reportedly produced.

Song numbers and games were featured 
at Revillame”s concert titled “Namamasko 
Po sa the Dasmarinas National High School 
(Christmas Celebration at the Dasmarinas 
National High School), quite similar to the 
format of Revillame’s popular noontime TV 
show Wowowee.

The aides of Villar, who was a successful 
real estate magnate before entering poli-
tics, told the Philippine Daily Inquirer that 
100,000 people crowded Sunday night’s 
concert.

It was the third concert and game show 
that featured Villar and Revillame, who was 
earlier rumored to be the senator’s running 
mate in in the 2010 elections. Villar’s alllies 

have denied it, saying Revillame is just a 
friend out to help Villar connect with people.

Villar is the standard bearer of the Nacio-
nalista party. The senator has yet to an-
nounce his running mate.

Revillame earlier held two shows in Davao 
City and Cagayan de Oro, which Villar also 
attended and co-sponsored.

Revillame is set to do two more of these 
shows in Bacolod and Cebu, with Villar as a 
special guest.

Villar said he and Revillame were going 
around the country to help cheer up people, 
especially after the calamities brought by two 
killer storms that badly hit Metro Manila as 
well as Northern and Central Luzon.

“Alam kong maraming kababayan natin 
ang nagmamahal kay Willie kaya umiikot 
kami sa buong bansa para mailapit siya sa 
mga tao at mabigyan ng kasiyahan lalo sa 
panahon ngayon na sunod sunod ang kalami-
dad sa ating bansa (I know that many of our 
countrymen love Willie and that’s why we’ve 
been going around the country to bring him 
to the people and give people joy, especially 
in these times of successive 
calamities),” Villar said in a 
statement.

“They’re good friends 
and Willie is the one who 
connects (Villar) to the peo-
ple,” was how Villar’s ally 
and NP member, Sen. Alan 
Peter Cayetano, put the 
close association between 
the two men to people.

Cayetano reminded the 
public Villar had already 
denied that he was eyeing 
Revillame as his vice presi-
dential candidate.

He said he expected the 
party to announce Villar’s 

running mate next month. Cayetano reiter-
ated there was no mad rush to make the 
announcement.

Cayetano said Villar designated a group 
from the party to be on top of the selection 
of his running mate.

“He wants to focus on the relief and 
rehabilitation of typhoon victims,” Cayetano 
added. n
