UNLV Performing arts opens
2009-2010 Season with the
Virsky Ukrainian National
Dance Company Sept. 26

LAS VEGAS, Nev.—The UNLV
Performing Arts Center opens
its 2009-2010 Season with the
renowned Virsky Ukrainian Na-
tional Dance Company at 8pm on
Saturday, September 26 as part of
the Charles Vanda Master Series.
Since 1955, the group has toured
the exquisite charm of Ukrainian
dance to international audiences
—embracing the beauty of its na-
tive Ukraine, the wisdom of its
people, as well as the folk tradition
of humor and optimism.

Ukrainian ballet masters Pavlo
Virsky and Mykola Bolotov formed
the company in 1937. From 1955
to 1975, Virsky headed the en-
semble, and it was under his guid-
ance that it matured into a highly
professional dance company.

Myroslav Vantukh has been
in charge of the ensemble since
1980. His main objective and con-
tinuing creative quest is the care-
ful preservation and development
of folk choreographic art. Featured
characteristics include first-class
performance and expressiveness
of the dancers, a bright palette of
costumes, a wealth of tunes, and
completeness of the choreograph-
ic plot. The ensemble’s repertoire
includes The Carapathians, The
Tambourine Dance, The Young
Years, In Peace and Harmony, and

The Russian Suite.

Gina on Pacman:
He’'s a lot like me

VETERAN actress Gina Pareno,
one of boxing champ Manny
Pacquiao’s co-stars in the Carlo
J. Caparas film Pangarap Kong
Jackpot Trilogy, said the budding
actor in Manny reminded her of
herself when she was just starting
in show biz.

“He’s determined to learn. He
would spend long hours patiently
memorizing his lines,” Gina told
Inquirer Entertainmentlast week.
“He also liked to bring a lot of ala-
lays and bodyguards to the set. I
was like that when I was younger.
Now, I feel uncomfortable if I'm
surrounded by a lot of people at
work.”

Protection

Gina, however, said she un-
derstands why Manny surrounds
himself with friends. “He needs
protection from people who might
take advantage of him. After all,
he’s a global boxing icon and he’s
one of the richest Filipinos.”

Gina and Manny are cast mem-
bers of Hawak Kita Hawak Mo
Ko, one of three stories in the
trilogy.“My character is an incom-
petent mother and a neighbor-
hood drunk. Manny’s character,
who is an ex-convict, helped me
change for the better,” said the
award-wining actress.

Pangarap Kong Jackpot Tril-
ogy, commemorates the 75th an-
niversary of the Philippine Charity
Sweepstakes. The two other sto-
ries in the trilogy are Sa Ngalan
ng Busabos, which features Jake
Cuenca; and Ang Hiwaga ni Lolo
Hugo, starring Eddie Garcia. The

movie opened in local theaters on
September 9.

Gina said she worked on the
film for just four days but enjoyed
every minute of it. “I had a great
time working not only with Manny
but also with the whole produc-
tion team. Masarap mag-alaga si
Direk Carlo and his wife (Donna
Villa, producer),” she recalled.
“Everyday, they brought me a kilo
oflanzones. They’re both so sweet
and thoughtful.”

The highly publicized protest
against Caparas being awarded
the National Artist trophy for Film
and Visual Arts did not affect the
director’s attitude toward work,
Gina observed. “He still worked
hard on the film. He tried to
make the general mood on the
set cheerful and festive,” Gina
observed. “Di n'ya kami sinagad
sa trabaho. We would pack up as
early as 11pm.”

Why the APO...
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most popular being Di Na Natuto for Gary Valenciano), which is the

most memorable to you?

Jim: My favorite changes all the time. But for me, it has to be

Batang-Bata Ka Pa because I wrote that when my eldest child was
born. It’s such a direct composition na hindi ko inisip; the lyrics and
the melody just came out naturally, spontaneously. I'm happy that
the song has a universal appeal, which not only parents but also their
children can relate to.

Boboy: It’s hard to choose just one. Outside of APO, I would say Di
Na Natuto which we wrote for Gary Valenciano. It was a hit. Among
us, [ guess it would be Awit ng Barkada which is, up to this day, being
played during reunions. It has a very reassuring effect, di ba?

Danny: It’s the song that Gina (Valenciano-Martinez) asked me
to write for Gary—Di Na Natuto. It was almost like a commissioned
work. It was a hit, played and played on the radio for almost two years;
palipat-lipat ka ng estasyon and that was the song being played. At
the time, there was only one other song that was a hit, I'll Never Say
Goodbye by Willy Cruz (sung by Nonoy Zuiiiga). In all my 61 years,
there has never been a song na kasing-hit ng Di Na Natuto.

Aside from love of music, what do you have in common?

Jim: We really just enjoy each other’s company. We enjoy the fact
that we did something really special, I think. When we started, there
was really no OPM (Original Pilipino Music); it was then known as
Manila Sound. When we did something like this, it was some kind
of an act of rebellion—you know, when you're young, you want to
resist conformity. Pagkatapos, it bore fruit. We really felt that we did
something more important than just build a career. By the way, it was
Danny who thought of the term “OPM.” We put it in our records and
it caught on with everybody.

Boboy: Hmmmm...Kung tutuusin, not much really. Kami ni Danny,
we are into golf. Jim is into scuba-diving and biking. I also play tennis
and I'm into a lot of other sports. Jim is a bookworm.

Danny: We are a community of learners. Ang sabi ko nga sa mga
kaklase ko, “The nicest thing that happened to me after college is that
I began to enjoy learning.” I never studied as much until after college.
There’s so much to learn from life. Study, if not imposed by other
people, is one of the most enjoyable experiences in life.

Has the “ego factor” ever reared its ugly head among you?

Jim: At the start, we were always competing with each other...in
all aspects, pati sa girls. But after a while, you just realized that, you
know, nobody would say, “Ang ganda n’'ung song na kinanta ni Boboy,
or niJim, or ni Danny.” They would just say, “Ang ganda n’ung song
ng APO.” Nagkaroon kami ng collective identity. We found our right
place as a team.
